Course Description

This course is designed to introduce students to the basic concepts of the U.S. federal government. This
involves understanding the fundamental principles of American government, the basic institutions that
comprise American government, and the political participation of American people. In addition, we will
examine the quantity and quality of American civil participation and how our political system and public opinion
have changed.
