Course description: A survey of major Spanish authors and works from the 17th to the 21st 
century. 

Course Objectives: 1. Understand the evolution of genres in Spanish literature. 
          2. Become familiar with older forms of the Spanish language. 
          3. Comprehend how historical events might impact artistic manifestations.
