Description

This course guides the student step-by-step from the selection of a problem through the process of conducting
authentic research to the preparation of completed report with practical suggestions based on a solid
theoretical framework.

Expectations and Goals

The course is designed to assist students on the literature review process. By the end of the course, students
are expected to successfully:

1. Select a topic for literature review and original research
2. Write, revise, and refine a first literature review draft
3. Avoid plagiarism and use appropriate citations
