COURSE DESCRIPTION AND PURPOSE

Students who are taking CJ/CRIM Terrorism course will have a chance to examine the
different aspects of terrorism and terrorist organizations from a variety of perspectives. More
specifically during the course we will examine the concept, history, and social aspects of terrorism;
the radicalization process. Moreover, the impact of terrorist attacks in Europe and the United
States, and specific policies regarding to both domestic and international terrorism threats will be

examined.

LEARNING OBJECTIVES AND OUTCOMES

Upon successful completion of this course the student will be able to.

SLO1: Students will be able to demonstrate a working knowledge on the definition of terrorism
SLO2: Students will be familiarized with the history of terrorism and identify the main “waves”
of the terrorism

SLO 4: Students will be able to identify and compare different ideologies of terrorist organizations

SLO 5: Students will be familiarized with different counter terrorism strategies

When
there is more than one reading assignment, then the students SHOULD READ ALL REQUIRED
READINGS BUT WRITE REACTION PAPER ON ONE OF THEM. A reaction paper is not

a summary; rather, it should include your perspective, ideas, and critique about the reading. The

due dates for the reaction papers will be Sunday 11:00 pm each week.

WEEKLY QUIZZES (15 POINTS EACH)
You will take a quiz for every week to measure the knowledge of the week’s required
readings. The questions will be posted Friday 1:00 pm and due date will be Sunday 11:00 pm every

week.

MIDTERM AND FINAL EXAMS (100 POINTS EACH)
There will be 2 major exams throughout the semester, with questions drawn from the readings and
the supplemental materials posted by the professor. These 2 exams will be worth 100 points each.

There will be no makeup exams.
